For anyone who does not know, there is a problem of homelessness in Rockland County. Helping Hands was set up to 
address this and help.  Families live in an emergency shelter and rooms in several hotels in Rockland.  Other people live in 
the street, behind stores, etc. 

Helping Hands is a 501c3, non-profit:  whose aim is to help homeless men and women find alternatives to life on 
the streets through outreach, assessment and referrals, connecting them to the support services they need, endeavoring to 
provide a safe haven with hot meals for anyone who needs one.If you want more information:  
http://rocklandhelpinghands.org/For several months a year,   for the past few years, every night homeless people are 
transported on an old school bus and housed overnight in local churches, where they are given a meal and place to sleep, 
so they don't freeze to death on the streets.  The group also has volunteers who help with this.
